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No greasing required

Serto showcases a new solid lubrication for tube unions at Achema.

The Swiss specialist for tube unions, SERTO Ltd, has developed a new solid lubrication. A special coating on the connecting nuts makes greasing redundant even for repeated mounting of the compression ferrule. Users of stainless steel unions of the same manufacture enjoy multiple benefits, one of them being the much lower tightening torque.

"A union that has been pre-treated just once with our new solid lubrication never needs greasing again and can nonetheless be mounted repeatedly”, says  René Glaus, Product Manager at SERTO. By developing this new surface coating, we have eliminated the tedious process of lubrication when mounting unions again. Pitting in the thread is safely prevented without re-lubrication despite numerous mounting operations. In addition, this lubrication facilitates mounting considerably since less force is required, in particular for the stainless steel unions.

Stop position easily felt – no overwinding

"If you’ve ever tightened compression ferrules on stainless steel tube unions, you will feel the difference immediately." This is because the new solid lubrication reduces the tightening torque by 50% compared to conventional SERTO unions. "As a matter of fact, we have even measured a 66% improvement over other lubricated unions“, explains Glaus. Added to this, the mounting stop is felt easily and reliably since the difference is so much greater. "It is impossible to overwind these lubricated unions unless you do so intentionally", the product manager claims.

World-wide demand expected

Until now, lubricated connecting nuts had to be lubricated again every time they were reassembled. This was a drawback, especially for the SERTO unions that had been expressly designed for radial mounting and dismounting and countless mounting operations. The two-ferrule technology developed by SERTO, which is implemented in the stainless steel unions, is especially suitable for repeated mounting. The company is anticipating a great demand from around the world for the new solid lubrication, which SERTO will be presenting to the public for the first time at Achema in Frankfurt.

Special uses in new technologies

SERTO first introduced a tube union with the patented and proven radial mounting in 1952. Today, the SERTO Group with its 150 employees has a world-wide turnover of 45 million Swiss francs (ca. 32 mill. euros). Major chemical and pharmaceutical companies, as well as manufacturers of coffee machines, ozone generators, medical equipment, automotive vehicles or wafer steppers are among our valued customers. The stainless steel tube unions are used in numerous industries besides the chemical and pharmaceutical, particularly in new technologies and applications, such as hydrogen technology, natural gas vehicles or fuel cell technology. "The new solid lubrication will make a lot of people’s work easier", Glaus hopes.
